A Characterized by inattention, hyperactivity, and
Impulsivity.

A Cause- unknown!
A Prevalence i 3-7%

A Often treated with medication (Adderall, Ritalin,
Strattera)
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What is Convergency
Insufficiency?

A Convergence Insufficiency (CI) - the inability to
maintain proper binocular eye alignment of
objects as they turn their eyes inward.

A Underlying cause for Cl is most likely
Innervational.

A The prevalence of Cl has been reported to be
~3-5%.
