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Classroom Technology

Fulton classrooms have received a much needed boost in educational technology this year. Many of our
classrooms are now equipped with document cameras, LCD projectors, and Starboards to enhance the
learning for our students.
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The document camera allows teachers to display any image (documents, student work, and/or objects) on the whiteboard
without having to create transparencies. The LCD projector, along with a classroom computer or laptop, allows teachers
to use Power Point; it also supports other technology. The Starboard allows teachers and students to interact with a com-
puter by drawing objects, working out problems, and demonstrating tasks (viewed by all on the whiteboard in real-time)
with the use of a mouse-pen. Six classrooms have been equipped with a high-tech Starboard.
