       Absences 

A bsences from school can be a big problem for many reasons. First of all, when students are absent, they 

miss important lessons and activities. Secondly, student absences also financially impact schools.  For each day a 

student attends school we receive approximately $27. In September alone we ―lost‖ about $12,000. It is understandable 

that students must miss school for illnesses and emergencies; however, many absences, such as, vacations and ―the snif-

fles‖ are avoidable.

Vacation Policy 

Although we don’t encourage families to take vacations during the regular school year; sometimes family vacations are 

unavoidable.  Therefore, if you are going to take a vacation during school, please adhere to the following FVSD guide-

lines: 

Homework during vacation:  Requests for advance homework are only granted with prior notification.  

24 hours notice must be given for each day of vacation/absence, up to a maximum of three days.  (For 

instance, if you are going to be absent for two days; then you must notify the school office and your 

child’s teachers at least 48 hours in advance).
